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When London’s Royal Academy of Arts hosted a major exhibition, “The Turks: A Journey of a Thousand Years,” from January through April 2005, officials turned to Dr. Peter B. Golden to write both the historical essay and the chronological outline for the exhibition catalogue. The exhibition was hailed as one of the top 15 cultural events globally for 2005. Several years ago, when British archaeological journalist and writer writer David Keys needed an expert on Turkish history for his book “Catastrophe,” he also turned to Dr. Golden. Shortly afterward, when PBS filmed a special television program based on the Keys book, the professor was interviewed on camera. 

Dr. Golden established his reputation as a recognized expert in the Turko-Mongolian steppe people of medieval Eurasia through numerous scholarly books and monographs, articles in popular journals and reference book submissions. He has taught R-N courses in Medieval Eurasia, Turko-Byzantine and Turko-Slavic relations, the history of Islam, and world history, since 1969, and was history department chair for eight years. Professor Golden has a working knowledge of a wide array of Slavic and Turkish languages, including Russian, Ukrainian, Czech, Slovak, Ottoman Turkish, Uzbek and Azeri, as well as Latin, Greek, French, Spanish, German, Arabic, Persian, Georgian and Hungarian. 

In 2005 Dr. Golden was the first recipient of the Provost's Distinguished Research Award for the Rutgers-Newark campus. 

In 2006, the professor took a leave to do research at the Institute for Advanced Study in Princeton on Islamic sources on the medieval Caucasus. 

Dr. Golden holds the Ph.D. and M.A. in history from Columbia University, and an undergraduate history degree from Queens College of City University of New York. He has done graduate studies at the Dil ve Tarih Cografya Fakültesi (Language and History-Geography Faculty) of Ankara University in Turkey.
