Third, there will be a first discussion on the idea of a European Board Examination. Should there be support for the concept that all national societies move slowly towards a common written multiple choice examination (on a European or national/regional level)?

Fourth, we will discuss the new “Terms of Working Practices” of the UEMS Section of Neurosurgery.

Finally we would like to inform you about the present situation of the European working hours legislation and some other matters.

We hope to see you in Brussels.
