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Indoor plants

Begonias
Begonias evolved from the hybridisation of several species, this is the reason for the extraordinary abundance of forms. With the exception of the Begonia semperflorens and the Begonia elatior species they are characterised by a flat bulb-like structure, the tuber, the superterrestrial part of the plant develops from its buds. Their leaves are always symmetrical heart-shaped, their size characterises the species group. Their flowers shoot out from the axils, they blow in short-pedicelled clusters. The silky flowers blow in innumerable shades of shiny white, yellow, orange, pink and red. Prepare somewhat acidic, loose soil for planting. During blooming the plants should be fertilised every week.
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	Begonia semperflorens
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	We meet this begonia type most often in flower beds as annuals. Their leaves are green or red, round, fragile and have a waxy surface. They bloom abundantly throughout the summer with white, pink and red flowers. They should be watered regularly and in summer be fertilized once a fortnight. The most beautiful stems can be potted before the first freeze. The stems of the begonia should be broken back at their third, after one week they can be put into a sunny place, into the lightest part of the flat again. They bloom on abundantly throughout the winter. Their propagation is done through seeding.
Light requirement: Should be put into a sunny, light place.

Temperature: Should not be smaller than 13 °C.
Watering: In summer it should be watered regularly, in winter only moderately, should be fertilized once every three week.
Humidity: It tolerates flats with drier air. 


	Begonia elatior
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	This group of begonias is mainly comprised of annual plants. The nice, shiny green leaves embrace nice flowers of different shape. A flowering specimen of this begonia is available almost throughout the year. Under suitable care, it retains its flowers for long. It is a shrubby plant, its height can reach 30-40 cm. Its flowers resemble to roses, they bloom in a huge number of colours from dark red to pink, from yellow to white.
Light requirement: This begonia should be kept in a light place but should not be exposed to direct light.
Temperature: Normal room temperature is ideal, in summer it does not like the heat, in winter it should not be exposed to temperatures below 13 °C.
Watering: This begonia has high water demand, its soil should always be kept uniformly wet.
Humidity: It appreciates humid environment.
